D. Signed commercial invoice based on the delivered quantity and quality onboard vessel;
E. Cargo manifest 1 original; 
F. Captain’s receipt of all documents of the shipped product 1/1.
8. Ship arrives at destination port and Q&Q inspection is conducted by nominated inspection agency such as SGS or equivalent on the goods, and check through Bill of Lading (BL) and commercial invoice. Upon satisfactory inspection report, the Buyer releases payment via MT103/TT to Seller’s bank (100% payable for each shipment) within (3) banking days.
9. After confirmation of receipt of payment, Seller shall instruct ship’s Captain to discharge cargo.

2. Seller acknowledges Buyer’s ICPO and issues contract to Buyer open for amendment. Buyer signs and returns the contract to the Seller in word format within three (3) international working days.
3. Seller makes final signature, notarizes the contract with appropriate authorities, converts to PDF and sends to Buyer as final approved copy along with the following documents:
A. Refinery’s certificate of incorporation;

4. Seller makes arrangement for the chartered freight with a renowned shipping/logistics company for the transportation of the product to Buyer destination port. Both Seller and Buyer sign the Charter Party Agreement (CPA) together with the shipping/logistics company (third-party CPA). Buyer pays CPA cost via MT103/TT wire transfer directly to the shipping/logistics company. The fee would be deducted from the total cost of the product at Buyer’s destination port after successful Q&Q on the product.

6. Buyer notifies Seller by official written notice of his bank receipt of Seller’s POP documents while Seller sends to Buyer the registered hard copy of the original contract through courier service within four (4) days. Shipment commences as scheduled in the contract, and upon arrival of the cargo at the discharge port, Buyer’s inspection team carries our CIQ/CCIC/SGS or equivalent inspection to ascertain quality and quantity.
7. 7. Buyer conducts Dip test on the product in Seller’s tank.
8. Within twenty-four to seventy-two (24 to 72) hours upon completion of the injection, Buyer makes payment for the total cost of the product injected into Buyer’s tank by T/T/MT103 wire transfer to Seller’s nominated bank account.
9. Upon Seller’s confirmation of the Buyer’s payment, Seller pays intermediaries included in the gross and net price as signed NCNDA/IMFPA within 24-72 hours after confirmation of Buyer’s payment.

4. Upon Buyer’s Tank Farm verification of the SGS, Buyer leases and pays his Tank Farm Company, Buyer sends TSR to the refinery. Refinery sends Authorization Letter to Buyer tank to release the SGS report to Buyer.
5. Seller issues document to all intermediaries involved in the transaction and to Seller/Buyer endorse NCNDA/IMFPA for commission structure.
6. Seller issues following POP documents to Buyer:
A. SGS report;

7. Buyer conducts Dip test on the product in Seller’s tank.

3. Seller leases and pays the Buyer’s tank for 3 days for the Injection Process. Buyer pays his Tank Farm Company for his two (2) days’ tank storage costs, (totaling a five (5) day TSR) Company has received the payment from Seller Company three (3) days cost.
4. Seller issues Unconditional DTA and SGS report.
5. Buyer conducts Dip test on the product and makes the payment for the total value of product injected into the tanks through the means of MT103- TT.
6. Seller pays all intermediaries involved in the transaction and subsequently monthly shipment continues as per terms and purchase agreement contract between buyer and seller

1. Buyer issues ICPO containing the Seller’s procedure with banking details and scanned copy of Buyer’s passport along with the Charter Party Agreement (CPA) signed by Buyer and his Shipping/Logistics Company for Seller’s validation.
2. Seller issues Commercial Invoice (CI) for the available product quantity in tanks at the port for Buyer’s review and endorsement, and returns to Seller.
3. Seller sends to Buyer Tank-to-Vessel-Injection-Agreement (TTVIA) to be endorsed by both Seller’s and Buyer’s Logistics Company.
4. Upon the returned of the endorsed TTVIA, Seller releases to Buyer the following PPOP documents:
A. Tank Storage Receipt (TSR);

5. Buyer contacts the Seller’s Storage Company to verify the availability of the product and to obtain the access to enable Buyer and his inspection team conduct dip test on the product in tanks.
6. Seller upon confirmation of Buyer securing the legal access to the product, issues Dip test Authorization (DTA) for Buyer to proceed with the dip test.
7. Upon satisfactory result of the dip test on the product by the Buyer and his inspection team, Seller’s Storage Company issue to Buyer the Notice of Readiness (NOR) to inject the product.
8. Buyer issues Q88 and makes available the vessel for injection process to commence as scheduled.
9. Upon completion of the injection, Seller releases to Buyer the below POP documents:

D. Product Passport (Analysis test report);

10. Buyer immediately pays for the total cost of the product value injected into the vessel via MT103/TT transfer and Seller transfers the title of ownership of the product to Buyer’s.
11. Seller upon confirmation of payment, pays all intermediaries involved in the transaction. Second and succeeding shipments continue.

6. Buyer makes 100% payment by MT103 TT wire transfer for the total product and seller pays Commission to all intermediaries.

3. Buyer extends Seller’s tank.
